Aerial work in Finland
Aerial work operations in Finland usually require a permit from the Finnish Transport Safety Agency in accordance with the Aviation Act (864/2014) and national aviation regulation OPS M1-23.
However, a permit for aerial work is not required if the operator’s registered office or principal place of business is in another EU member state and it holds a permit, approval or other qualification to conduct aerial work operations in that other member state. Permit is not required either if the aerial work operations do not deviate from the general requirements for flight operations as defined in Aviation Regulation OPS M1-23.

In any case, a foreign operator shall notify the Finnish Transport Safety Agency of the intended operations. The notification must contain the following information:

1. Operator’s name, address, telephone and fax number, e-mail address
2. Details of flight operations:
a) type of operations, incl. standard operating procedures (SOPs) for the specialised operations
b) area of operations
c) customer’s name and address
d) date of commencement 
e) duration of the operations
3. Aircraft type, registration (and owner)

Please attach copies of the following documents:

1. Operating licence (or other approval certificate) and/or Air Operator Certificate (AOC) or equivalent
2. Any applications for specific approvals (minimum flight altitude/obstacle clearance, operations outside approved landing sites, dangerous goods etc.)
3. Appropriate liability insurance.
